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1 Join Team

Upload Profile Image for your EduGuide account.
Edit profile information (including the profile
image) under ‘My Settings’ in the main menu.
Click on ‘My Pages’ to view your Personal
Dashboard on EduGuide.

Click under your name to edit your ‘Vision
Statement’ and share your personal goals. When
students create an EduGuide account, encourage
them to do the same.

Communicate and collaborate with all of the
other coaches on the team using the ‘Board’.

2 Start Coaches’ Core Learning Path

Complete ‘Coach Orientation’ to better
understand the program (30 minutes).

Begin working on the students’ first activity,
‘Your Path to Growth’, after the online ‘Coach
Orientation’ activity to prepare to mentor
learners. Complete activities during the year too.

3 Team Library

Explore resources and materials available in the
first folder, ‘Getting Started’.

8 Regular Engagement

Create a positive habit and regular routine for
completion of the online activities in the Core
Learning Path on EduGuide. The path is self-
paced, which means each student works through
the lessons at their own speed. Each student
must complete each activity in the order they are
delivered online. Activities take 15-20 minutes.
Set aside at least 15 minutes each week to coach
students using open-ended questions.

Create a sample student account for each class
using EduGuide to use for whole class work. Do
activities, reflect, and share the work together.
Review materials available in the Team Library to
take learning offline. Go further together as a
group by reviewing documents in the ‘Offline
Activities’ folder to access lessons with printable
worksheets for students and guides for teachers.
